-sons” of the Parish, Fr. Bob Gonzalez, is returning to us
as a “Priest in Residence”?

The son of the late Lupe and Jessie Gonzalez, Fr. Bob was
Ordained to the Priesthood here at St. Andrew’s on

10 June 1978 — our first Ordination!

Following assignments in various parishes in the
Diocese, Fr. Bob’s considerable intellectual gifts were
recognized, and he was sent to Rome for Graduate
Studies, receiving a Licentiate in Philosophy in 1987

and his Doctorate in 1990, both from the Pontifical
Gregorian University. He was then assigned to the
Pontifical College Josephinum in Columbus, Ohio,

where he taught Philosophy and served as Vice Rector
until 2005. Fr. Bob served in parishes in Germany from
2010-2014, while working on the translation of the
papers of the founder of the Josephinum, Msgr. Joseph
Jessing, on behalf of the Seminary. Because of his
strong ties to the parishes in Germany and fluent
German, he returns for extended stays and ministry
every year!

Since 2014, he has been serving as the Parochial Vicar

at St. John the Evangelist Parish in Tucson, while
engaged in research on the appearance of the Blessed
Virgin of Guadalupe - he is our Diocesan expert on the
Apparitions! Following his ‘retirement’ from active
parochial ministry last year, he has been living and doing
research and writing in Tucson.

Because Fr. Bob’s family (his brothers and sister) live
here and his long and happy association with his ‘home
parish”, he was invited to return to us. He will be “Priest
in Residence” and will be living in our former Convent on
North Avenue, (now to be known as “St. Francis House”)
and assisting us here at St. Andrew’s/Good Shepherd!
Please join us in ‘welcoming home’ our own Fr. Bob!
